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The user selected the End option in the Choose List Menu.

xScenario is a flag set by the user in the choose list menu to define the scenario with the selected status lines.
The commands will be memorized and executed every time the scenario icon is pressed.

If xVoice is null then it calls the  voiceF() subroutine.

If xGateway is null then it call the gatewayF() subroutine.

If xWho is null then finds a voice. Mute is one of the options.

The user selects a voice from a list.

gatewayF()  finds the gateway list, IP and model, to build a list of gateways. An it allows the user to select the defaultIP and add additional remote gateways.
